This research aims at studying Kaew Kaw’s fantasy novels in two aspects. The first is
the author’s devices in story-making as found in the plot, setting, character, and magical
instrument; and the second, the narrative technique as found in the narrator and the narrative

devices.

The research finds that Kaew Kaw’s fantasy novels are outstanding in the integration
between superstitions, which are human primitive beliefs, and the author’s imagination.
In making her stories, Kaew Kaw uses four devices with supernatural traits: plot structure,
setting, character and magical instrument. Even though the novels are intended to be fantastical,
The author makes them plausible, basing them on academic knowledge in various areas such as
history, science, and psychology. In narrative techniques, three types of participating narrator
are used: objective, selective omniscient and the mixed type. The stories are depicted in

3 manners: through summary, through description and through dialogues.
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
