This research aims at the study of Wannakadisarn Journal in terms of the
criteria of criticism, literary critical practices, and its roles in propagating
Phibunsongkhram'’s Nationalism.

The research finds that although Wannakadisarn presents Western principles
of Aesthetical approach in literary criticism for the first time, its literary criticism articles
practices Historical approaches in studying literature; i.e. biographical approach and
history of literary works, in collaboration with the concept of Nationalism. Moreover,
Wannakadisarn also support Phibunsongkhram's “leadership cult,” especially in image
construction of Phibunsongkhram and his wife, and propagation of Nationalism.
