This thesis aims to study the relation between gender and narrative in the

autobiographies of Chiranan Pitpreecha and Seksan Prasertkul.

The researcher found that the autobiographies of Chiranan Pitpreecha and Seksan
Prasertkul are different 1n terms of content and language, especially in the episodes which they
shared mutual experiences. The autobiography of Chiranan focuses on family and other people,
in particular, Seksan Prasertkul and women in revolutionary movemeants. In terms of language,
Jiranan uses language to convey such emotions and feelings as gentleness, caning, and sympathy
while Seksan’s autobiographies emphasize on his leadership roles in political and revolutionary
movements. Seksan’s language exhibits philosophical thoughts as well as logical and systematic
thinking. The study found that gender affects the presentation of narrative in the following
aspects. First, the relation between gender and narrative on the private sphere: the role of
motherhood and wife of Chiranan Pitpreecha and the role of fatherhood and husband of Seksan
Prasertkul. Second, the relation between gender and narrative on the public sphere: “the local

comrades,” “revolutionary comrades™ and “nature.”
